DESCRIPTION: RUSSELL HOBBS RECHARGEABLE FOIL SHAVER
Congratulations on purchasing our Russell Hobbs Rechargeable Foil Shaver. Each unit is manufactured to ensure safety and reliability. Before using this appliance for the first time, please read the instruction manual carefully and keep it for future reference.

FEATURES OF THE RUSSELL HOBBS RECHARGEABLE MALE SHAVER
IMPORTANT SAFEGUARDS

When using any electrical appliance, basic safety precautions should always be followed including the following:

1. Please read the instructions carefully before using any appliance.

2. Always ensure that the voltage on the rating label corresponds to the mains voltage in your home.

3. Incorrect operation and improper use can damage the shaver and cause injury to the user.

4. The shaver is intended for household use only. Commercial use invalids the warranty and the supplier can not be held responsible for injury or damage caused when using the appliance for any other purpose than that intended.

5. This shaver is not intended for use by persons (including children) with reduced physical, sensory or mental capabilities, or lack of experience and knowledge, unless they have been given supervision or instruction concerning use of the appliance by a person responsible for their safety.
6. Children should be supervised to ensure that they do not play with the shaver.
7. Check the plug regularly for any damage. If the plug is damaged, it must be replaced by the manufacturer or a qualified person in order to avoid an electrical hazard.

8. Do not use the shaver if it has been dropped or damaged in any way. In case of damage, take the unit in for examination and/or repair by an authorised service agent.
9. To reduce the risk of electric shock, do not immerse or expose the motor assembly or plug to water or any other liquid.

10. Never immerse the unit in water or any other liquid for cleaning purposes.
11. Do not expose the shaver to excessive moisture, dust or dirt.
12. Always unplug the unit when not in use, before cleaning or when adding or removing parts.

13. Before using the shaver, ensure that the cutting head is securely fitted.
14. The use of accessory attachments that are not recommended or supplied by the manufacturer may result in injuries, fire or electric shock.

15. Do not use the shaver on a gas or electric cooking top or over or near an open flame.

16. Use of an extension cord with this shaver is not recommended. However, if it is necessary to use an extension lead, ensure that the lead is suited to the power consumption of the shaver to avoid overheating of the appliance or plug point. Do not place the extension cord in a position where it can be pulled on by children or animals or tripped over.

17. Do not use this shaver for anything other than its intended use.

18. Never use the appliance on any part of the body other than shaving the face and beard.
19. Do not use the appliance if the foil is split or broken.
20. Do not use for wet shaving - use the appliance only for shaving on dry skin.
21. Do not touch the blades as they are very sharp.
22. Always ensure that hands are dry before operating or adjusting any switch on the product.
23. Do not leave this shaver unattended during use. 

24. Ensure that the switch is in the “Off” position after each use.

25. The manufacturer does not accept responsibility for any damage or injury caused by improper or incorrect use, or for repairs carried out by unauthorised personnel.

26. In case of technical problems, switch off the machine and do not attempt to repair it yourself. Return the appliance to an authorised service facility for examination, adjustment or repair. Always insist on the use of original spare parts. Failure to comply with the above mentioned pre-cautions and instructions, could affect the safe operation of this machine.

CHARGING

Your shaver contains re-chargeable batteries, so it may be used cordless for approximately 45 minutes after the batteries are fully charged. The shaver is charged with power supplied via a standard USB cable (supplied). Charging power may be provided by a computer, or an AC adaptor with USB outlet (not supplied).

1. Connect the USB mini-jack from the charging cable to the charging socket on the base of the shaver.
2. Connect the USB jack from the charging cable to the USB connector of a computer or the USB outlet of a USB AC adaptor.
3. Switch on the computer (or plug the AC adaptor into a mains outlet and switch the outlet on).
4. The charge indicator light will switch on.
5. Leave the shaver connected for at least 8 hours to ensure it charges fully.
6. Once charged, disconnect the shaver from the charging cable. It is now ready for use.
NOTE: Most desktop computers feature USB outlets that remain powered when the computer is switched off. If so, the charge indicator will remain lit (and the shaver will charge) when the computer is switched off. Laptop computers are unlikely to have this feature and will only charge the shaver when switched on. AC power connection to the laptop is recommended when charging the shaver.
BATTERY CARE

To ensure maximum life from the batteries in your rechargeable shaver, follow these guidelines:
· Do not recharge the shaver between sessions. Wait until the batteries are exhausted before recharging.
· Discharge the batteries completely twice a year (switch on and run until the shaver stops).
· If the shaver hasn’t been used for a long period of time, discharge the batteries completely, then fully charge them for 8 hours before use.
· Never charge the shaver for more than 24 hours.
· Do not use the shaver while charging.
· Never recharge the shaver in a temperature below 0°C.
· Avoid recharging the shaver in direct sunlight or near a radiating heat source.

OPERATING INSTRUCTIONS
1. Remove the protective cover. 
2. The On/Off switch features a lock button to prevent accidental operation. To switch on- press the lock button (in the centre of the On/Off switch) and slide the switch up (towards the top of the shaver).
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3. Hold the shaver at a right-angle to your skin. Begin shaving by applying gentle pressure to your face.
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4. Stretch your skin with your free hand, moving the shaver back and forth in the direction of your beard.
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NOTE: You can gently increase the amount of pressure as your skin becomes accustomed to the shaver. Applying excess pressure will not give a closer shave and may damage the shaver.

5. Switch off after use by sliding the switch down (towards the base of the appliance)

6. To prevent damage to the foil and cutter blade, always replace the protective cover when you have finished shaving.

CLEANING AND MAINTENANCE

· This appliance is for household use only and is not user-serviceable. 

· Do not open or change any parts by yourself. Please refer to a qualified electrical service department or return to the supplier if servicing is necessary.

· Always remember to unplug the unit from the electrical outlet when not in use and before cleaning. 
· Squeeze the release buttons to unlock the foil assembly.
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· Lift the foil assembly off the shaver.
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· Clean the blades and the inside of the foil assembly with the brush provided.
· The body of the appliance and the stand should be cleaned with a damp cloth. Do not let water enter the appliance or the stand.
· To re-fit the foil assembly, place it carefully over the blades. When in position, press it firmly into place to engage the clips.
· Do not use bleach or other abrasive substance or solvents to clean your appliance as it can be damaging to the finish.

· Do not immerse the mixer in water or any other liquid, or hold it under a running tap to clean.

· To remove stubborn spots/marks, wipe the surfaces with a cloth slightly dampened in soapy water or mild non-abrasive cleaner. Rinse and dry a clean, dry, soft cloth.

STORING THE APPLIANCE

· Unplug the unit from the wall outlet and clean all the parts as instructed above. Ensure that all parts are dry before storing. 

· Store the appliance in its box or in a clean, dry place. 

· Never store the appliance while it is still wet or dirty.

SERVICING THE APPLIANCE
There are no user serviceable parts in this appliance. If the unit is not operating correctly, please check the following:

· You have followed the instructions correctly
· That the unit has been wired correctly and that the wall socket is switched on.
· That the mains power supply is ON.
· That the plug is firmly in the mains socket.

If the appliance still does not work after checking the above:

- Consult the retailer for possible repair or replacement. If the retailer fails to resolve the problem and you need to return the appliance, make sure that:
· The unit is packed carefully back into its original packaging.

· Proof of purchase is attached.

· A reason is provided for why it is being returned.

If the supply cord is damaged, it must be replaced by the manufacturer or an authorised service agent, in order to avoid any hazard. If service becomes necessary within the warranty period, the appliance should be returned to an approved Tedelex Trading (Pty) Limited service centre. Servicing outside the warranty period is still available, but will, however, be chargeable.

The warranty does not include and will not be construed to cover products damaged as a result of disaster, misuse, abuse or any non-authorised modification of the product.  The warranty does not include replacement of light bulbs, heater bars, paper bags or any glass, plastic bowl or jug or other expendables. During the warranty period the product should be taken to a service centre of the Supplier or one of its duly authorised service agents.
